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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Indonesia.

We commend the country’s active engagement in the UPRs, which is also demonstrated through its commitment as a co-facilitator of the HRC Troika to strengthen and optimize the UPR.
[Montenegro notes a number of policy measures and initiatives undertaken by the Government to address the pandemic’s impacts.]
Montenegro commends the development of the National Action Plan on Human Rights (2021-2025), focused on four target groups - women, children, persons with disabilities and indigenous peoples. 
While recognizing the efforts made in specified domains, we observe that the harmful practices and negative trends are prevalent.  Among reported instances are female genital mutilation and cutting; the so-called conversion therapy; stigmatization and discrimination based on sexual orientation and gender identity; hindered access to education and health services; increased violence against women and children.  
Montenegro recommends to Indonesia:

1. To abolish the death penalty for drug-use offences;
2. To ensure at least 12 years of free primary and secondary public education.
