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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of India.
Montenegro commends India's commitment to sustainable development with the aim of leaving no one behind. This is reflected in its National Development Agenda, which corresponds to the 2030 Agenda.
We also recognize a number of actions to strengthen the country’s human rights record since the last UPR. 
Montenegro recommends to India:

1. To ratify all international instruments that India has already signed, particularly the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (UN CAT).
2. To ensure that explicit legal prohibition of corporal punishment is observed in all schools.
