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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Switzerland. 

We commend Switzerland's long-standing commitment to the protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms, which it places at the centre of its domestic and foreign policy and which are enshrined in the Federal Constitution.  Its special attention to the issues of freedom of expression, the death penalty, torture and minorities is well noted and appreciated. As well as the country’s commitment to comply with its international human rights obligations and to ensure their effective implementation in practice. [We also observe Switzerland’s attentiveness to the role human rights standards play in guiding the State’s actions, considering them fundamental to any functional and prosperous democracy.]
[While acknowledging the actions taken by Switzerland to further strengthen protection of human rights in line with international standards,] However, there is still need to effectively address a number of issues and challenges in certain areas. 

Montenegro recommends to Switzerland:
1. To introduce in its Criminal Code a specific offence of torture, defined in accordance with article 1 of the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment;

2. To strengthen the right to inclusive education in mainstream schools for all children with disabilities, and provide clear guidance to cantons that still applied a segregated approach;
