The DPRK delegation takes note with 4th UPR report of Czech Republic and expresses its deeply concern about ongoing human rights violations in Czechia.

We recommend followings;
1. Eliminate persistent and widespread discrimination, hate speech, racially motivated crimes, prejudices and stereotypes directed towards marginalized and disadvantaged groups, and take effective measures to prevent these practice.
2. Cease torture and ill-treatment, including sexual violations in places of detention.

3. End trafficking in women and girls for sexual exploitation and forced labour, and ensure that all cases of trafficking in persons are thoroughly investigated and perpetrators are prosecuted and adequately punished.
4. take targeted measures to protect the most disadvantaged and marginalized groups including migrants and minority from poverty, and ensure social protection measures for their available, sufficient and adequate standard of living.
