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Mr. President,
Poland thanks Gabon for its national report and its participation in the fourth UPR cycle. We recommend Gabon to take urgent legislative and institutional measures to adopt:

· a national plan to fight child trafficking,
· a national strategy to deal with Child, Early and Forced  Marriage, 
· policies to promote equal treatment of persons with disabilities and to guarantee full enjoyment of their rights.
While being concerned to learn that “child trafficking is still a significant problem in Gabon“, Poland commends Gabon for having convicted more traffickers than before and identified more child victims of trafficking. 

We acknowledge that as a result of its actions against the Child, Early and Forced Marriage the Gabon has experienced the greatest decline in child marriages within the region. To enhance this result, we encourage Gabon to revise its Civil Code that still permits underage marriage for girls, which is in contradiction to CEDAW to which Gabon is a party.
We highly value that the Gabonese Constitution was reformed to secure equal access for women and men, as well as for persons with disabilities to elected office and positions of responsibility in political and professional life. We encourage Gabon to continue its efforts towards equity strategy.
