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Thank you, Mr President,
And, welcome Madame Minister to Geneva.
The UK recognises France’s strong commitment to maintaining and strengthening human rights. 
We commend France’s commitments to tackle human trafficking, to advance gender equality, and to address gender-based violence. We note that the number of female victims of domestic violence in France has decreased from 2019 to 2022. However, in 2021, 1 woman was killed every three days by a partner or ex-partner.
We recommend:

1. Developing capacity to tackle the exploitation of vulnerable people, including victims of human trafficking and modern slavery.

2. Improving access to justice for victims of sexual crimes and domestic violence.

3. Improvements to conditions and over-crowding in prisons.
