(43rd session of UPR Working Group, 9 May 2023)

Mr. President,
The DPRK delegation takes note with 4th UPR report of Liechtenstein and expresses deeply concern about ongoing human rights violations in the country.

We recommend followings;
1. Take concrete legislative and practical measures to prohibit all forms of gender-based violence, including domestic violence, 
2. End trafficking in women and girls for sexual exploitation,

3. Develop and adopt a comprehensive policy, strategy and action plan to prevent and protect children from all forms of violence, including within the family and at school, 
4. Eliminate excessive use of force by law enforcement officials against migrants, including both adults and juveniles, and take effective measures to prevent practice of persistent and widespread discrimination, hate speech, racially motivated crimes.

5. Provide all children in situations of migration including unaccompanied and separated children, with unhindered and speedy access to birth registration, documentation, education, health care and social protection services.
