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Mr. President, 
Sri Lanka thanks the delegation of Luxembourg for the presentation made. 
We note the measures taken by Luxembourg to strengthen the legal framework and policies for combating racism and racial discrimination, including through legislative amendments. We also commend the extension of the right to legal aid to all victims of a criminal offence, including victims of trafficking in persons, by the Act of 15 December 2020 regardless of the residency status or nationality of victims of trafficking in persons. We also commend the efforts in relation to prevention of suicides among adolescents including through launch of a reimbursement schedule for psychotherapeutic services provided to children and adolescents in respect of mental disorders and suicide prevention measures.
In a constructive spirit, Sri Lanka recommends that Luxembourg:
1. Sign and ratify the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families;
2. Takes necessary measures to ensure that all persons in the country, including migrants have equal access to health care;
3. Continues its efforts to close the gender pay gap, and promote increased representation of women in public administration.
We wish Luxembourg success in its UPR engagement.
