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Mr. President,

3. Fully implement its 2017-2021 Action Plan on Gender Equality in order to ensure women’s political participation, education, economic empowerment and address the needs of women facing multiple discrimination.

4. Improve the internal control and inspection mechanisms within the public administration alongside cooperation with law enforcement authorities in order to effectively combat corruption.
