Statement by Portugal

Mr. President,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Barbados and thanks them for the comprehensive presentation of the national UPR report.

Portugal welcomes the ratification by Barbados of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, in 2013 and the adoption in 2016, of the Domestic Violence (Protection Orders) Amendment Act, which broadened the definition of domestic violence. 

Portugal addresses Barbados the following recommendations:

1. To strengthen efforts in the fight against all forms of violence against women and to ratify OP-CEDAW (Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women). 
2. To continue to fight against human trafficking and to protect its victims, in particular by giving support and assistance to women and girls trafficked for the purposes of prostitution and forced labour.
3. To enhance efforts to combat gender stereotyping and gender inequality. 
4. To ratifiy the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment and its Optional Protocol, and the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty.
