Statement by Portugal

Mr. President,

Portugal warmly welcomes the delegation of Mali and thanks them for the presentation of the comprehensive national UPR report.

Portugal welcomes that Mali has made further efforts to establish a National Human Rights Commission in line with the Paris Principles.

Whilst acknowledging that Mali has a moratorium on executions, Portugal recommends that Mali to fully abolish the death penalty and ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights aiming at the abolition of the death penalty.

Portugal is concerned with the reports of impunity and recommends Mali to step up its efforts to ensure all the necessary means to fight against impunity and guarantee that perpetrators are punished

Furthermore, Portugal recommends Mali to extends a standing invitation to all special procedures of the Human Rights Council.

Finally, Portugal would like to recommend Mali to ratify the Optional protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights as well as the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child.
