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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of the United Arab Emirates. 
Montenegro commends strengthening of the United Arab Emirates engagement with UN Human rights bodies and mechanisms, as well as the ratification of the Optional Protocol to the CRC on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography. 

We welcome that improvement of situation of women since 2013, in particular by adopting a set of national policies and strategies in this area. In this regard, we appreciate the efforts for improvement of education, especially for women and children. Nevertheless, we noted a need for including measures of positive and non-violent forms of child-rearing.
Montenegro makes the following recommendations:

1. To further consider establishing a moratorium on the use of the death penalty,
2. To adopt law prohibiting corporal punishment of children in all settings.
