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Statement by the Czech Republic
The Czech Republic welcomes the delegation of Germany. We appreciate the comprehensive national report and the informative presentation delivered by the delegation today. We welcome measures Germany as a country of massive immigration has carried out to prevent and combat racist activities, including the adoption of the National Action Plan against Racism. 
We make the following recommendations:

Firstly, we recommend that Germany implement additional measures to protect women against violence and gender-based discrimination, including through promoting security staff training on gender issues and countering negative images and stereotyped portrayals of ethnic minority women. 
Second, we recommend that Germany continue to strengthen its efforts to counteract racist and discriminatory attitudes towards foreigners and to promote better career prospects for migrants.

Third, we recommend that Germany strengthen the efforts made to integrate children with migrant backgrounds into schools.
