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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Canada. 

We commend Canada for continuous efforts to improve human rights promotion and protection on the ground. Although significant efforts were put in place to promote Women, peace and security agenda nationally and internationally, we noted concerns of the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights over persistence of violence against women, particularly prevalent among indigenous women and girls. We call on the Government to step up its efforts to combat gender-based violence against women.

We noted that OP-CAT has not been ratified, although the recommendation was accepted. We urge the Government to set up all necessary conditions in order to fulfill its commitment. 
Montenegro makes following recommendations:
1. To explicitly prohibit corporal punishment of children in all settings, including at home;

2. To ratify Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.
