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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Germany. We very much appreciate your strong support to the work of the HRC, and continuing assistance in human rights capacity building in different countries, including my own.

Montenegro applauds Germany’s efforts in receiving high numbers of asylum seekers and refugees, and demonstrated humanitarian leadership, solidarity and firm commitment to respect for international human rights law and international protection’s standards.

We commend the ratification of the Lanzarote and Istanbul conventions that will contribute to better prevention against woman and child abuse, violence and neglect, as well as entering into force of a law granting same-sex couples the right to marry.
Montenegro recommends:
1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights;
2. to continue awareness raising campaigns on importance of reporting of gender-based violence, including domestic violence, and to ensure that all reported cases are effectively investigated and perpetrators duly prosecuted.
