STATEMENT BY GHANA DELIVERED BY H.E MR. RAMSES JOSEPH CLELAND,

AMBASSADOR AND PERMANENT REPRESENTATIVE, 

ON TUESDAY 8TH MAY, 2018

Mr. President, 

Ghana warmly welcomes the delegation of Germany to the UPR process. 
My delegation commends the government’s efforts in countering Anti-Gypsyism and accommodating a large number of migrants, refugees and asylum-seekers, particularly women and girls.
Ghana wishes to make the following recommendations: 
i. Take steps to ensure that incidents of hate crimes or attacks against 

refugees and asylum-seeking women and girls are promptly investigated and the perpetrators brought to justice.

ii. Institute measures to counter and stem the tide of racism, in particular by 
strongly condemning all racist statements by public authorities, political leaders, and public figures, including through the institution of criminal proceedings.
iii. Ensure cooperation between national preventive mechanisms with the 

other mechanisms that monitor places of detention in order to seek possible synergies, including in the context of monitoring houses for the elderly.
Ghana wishes Germany every success with the review process.
