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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Saudi Arabia. 
Although we welcome the efforts undertaken for improving the human rights promotion and protection framework, we noted high rate of gender-based and domestic violence against women, which is largely underreported. We call on the Government to eliminate all forms of violence and discrimination against women, and to abolish male guardianship system.

The circumstances of journalist Khashooggi’s death are deeply troubling. We urge the Government of Saudi Arabia to cooperate with international experts and ensure credible, thorough and transparent investigation and accountability of all responsible for his death. 
We urge Government to protect women human rights defenders, end their arrests and arbitrary detention, as well as to release all of them imprisoned for their activities in human rights issues. 
Montenegro recommends:
1. to abolish the death penalty and amend laws imposing a mandatory death sentence; 
2. to repeal laws that allow stoning, amputation and flogging of children.
