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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Senegal. 
We welcome the participative approach in the preparation of national report. 

We commend actions of the Government to combat trafficking of children, as well as undertaken trainings for law enforcement officers in this regard. High rates of talibes children, who are victims of forced begging, labour and exploitation are deeply worrying. Therefore, we urge Government to protect children from all forms of abuse and discrimination.

We welcome the activities to promote gender equality and to improve girls’ access to schools. We call on the Government to take measures to eradicate gender-based and sexual violence in secondary schools, and bring perpetrators to justice. 
Montenegro recommends:
1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to ICCPR aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
2. to eradicate early, child and forced marriages.
