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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Chad and thanks for the presentation of its national report. 
We welcome the efforts of the Government towards adopting law reforms, in particular in the area of strengthening national institutional framework for human rights, but as well in the area of enhancing criminal justice system, prohibition of child marriages and of recruitment and use of children in armed conflicts. We encourage the Government to further cooperate with UNCT and OHCHR in order to fully implement adopted legislation.

We regret that death penalty continued to be imposed despite the moratorium. We call on the Government to abolish the death penalty as part of the revision of the Criminal Code.
Montenegro recognizes areas where it is necessary to intensify activities and makes following recommendations:

1. to ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
2. to undertake practical measures to put an end to corporal punishment of children in all settings;
