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Montenegro welcomes the distinguished delegation of Cambodia.
We commend the continuous efforts of the Government to improve the human rights situation, by adopting laws and strategies, as well as by conducting the trainings and campaigns for all representatives of the state authorities across the country. 
We welcome the efforts of the Government to strengthen the protection of children’s rights, particularly street children and orphans. However, we noted concerns of some UN treaty bodies over the sexual exploitation of children, and urge the Government to investigate all cases of ’child sex and orphanage tourism’, and convict offenders. 
We welcome the Government’s commitment to promote women’s rights and eliminate all forms of discrimination against women, through Good Man Campaign and trainings to improve safety at work. We are concerned about the persisting cases of violence against women, including lack of investigations and prosecutions of those cases, as many victims chose informal mediation. We urge Government to investigate all cases of domestic and gender-based violence.  
Montenegro recommends:
1. to ratify the Optional Protocol to ICCPR aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;
2. to explicitly criminalize the recruitment and use of children under the age of 18 into armed conflicts and non-state armed groups.
