Mr. President,
The Holy See welcomes the Delegation of Brunei Darussalam at the presentation of its National Report for the third cycle of the Universal Periodic Review.
My Delegation acknowledges the efforts of the Government to attain the goals of 2030 Agenda, of which some are indicated in the “Brunei Vision 2035” initiative, such as improving education and quality of life. In particular, it is worth noting those positive elements that affirm the role of family in building social cohesion and harmony, and in taking care of the elderly persons and those with disabilities.
My Delegation wishes to present the following recommendations:

· To maintain the de facto moratorium on the death penalty with a view to abolishing it;
· To strive toward the implementation of the principles of the Convention on the Rights of the Child in order to guarantee their rights;
· To promote the full enjoyment of the fundamental human right of freedom of religion or belief as recognized in the national constitution. 
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
