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Norway
Mr. President,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Norway and the country’s strong commitment towards the respect and protection of human rights.

Portugal welcomes the establishment of a national human rights institutions in Norway, working in full compliance with the Paris Principles.

Portugal recommends that Norway:

i) Develops campaigns to raise migrants’ awareness on their rights, particularly with regard to their right to heatlh, which includes access to health services;
ii) Takes additional measures to ensure the full enjoyment of the right to education by children with a migrant background;

iii) Integrates human rights education into its national school curricula.
Finally, we would like to reiterate our recommendation for Norway to ratify the following instruments:

iv) The Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on a communications procedure;
v) The Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights.
