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Statement on behalf of the State of Israel

UPR WORKING GROUP - 33th SESSION – 9 May 2019
Review of the DPRK
Thank you, Mr. President.

We take note of the report presented by the delegation of DPRK to the UPR.

However, we regret that all the recommendations we made in the previous cycle were rejected by DPRK, even though they touch on several very concerning human rights deficiencies.
Israel would like to recommend DPRK the following recommendations:

(1) End all forms of discrimination, including on the basis of social class, origin, religion, political view and gender.
(2) Adopt legislation to criminalize trafficking in accordance with international standards and provide support for women survivors of trafficking.

(3) End the practice of forcing all married women to join the Socialist Women’s Union of Korea, and the demand to provide unpaid labor as part of the membership.

(4) Take measures to criminalize marital rape and to prevent and punish domestic violence against women, including awareness campaigns, legal services, support and shelter for survivors.

(5) Ensure a ban on corporal punishment in all settings, including at home and educational institutions, and monitor its respect.
