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Intervention by Ukraine
Mr.President,

Ukraine thanks Equatorial Guinea for the presentation of its National report.
We note the government’s attention to tackling human rights challenges over the last years and implementation of a number of recommendations from the previous UPR cycle, such as granting temporary amnesty with respect to death penalty for all intents and purposes, accession to the Convention on Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the Optional Protocol to the CRC on children’s involvement in armed conflict.
While recognizing the designed strategies to eradicate gender-based disparities, Ukraine encourages Equatorial Guinea to consolidate efforts towards guaranteeing gender equality and women’s rights by taking effective steps to eliminate domestic violence and all forms of sexual abuse. 
Ukraine further recommends to:
- extend standing invitation to all UN special procedures;

- ratify the Convention of the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance and the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture;

- accede to the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR;
- establish National Human Rights Institution in compliance with the Paris Principles;

- speed up the approval of the Personal and Family Code.
