ON EQUATORIAL GUINEA 
Mr. Vice-President,  

Angola thanks the delegation of the Equatorial Guinea for the presentation of its third report.

Angola takes note of the efforts undertaken by the Equato-guinean authorities to conform the national legislative framework to its various international human rights commitments. 
We welcome the fight against corruption with a view to ensuring the normal functioning of State institutions, and we commend the effort of diversification of the national economy for the well-being of the People.  
Angola recommends the following:
1. To ratify the Second Additional Protocol to the ICCPR, aiming at the abolition of the death penalty;  
2. To launch mass awareness campaigns to combat discrimination and stigmatization of people living with HIV/AIDS and to encourage them to use the health services in order to lower prevalence rates in the population; 
3. To adopt educational and adequate measures to combat the early marriage in rural areas; 
Angola wishes Equatorial Guinea a successful UPR.
