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Intervention by Romania
Mr. President,
Romania welcomes the delegation of Portugal and thanks them for the presentation of the National Report in the UPR framework.
We commend the continuous advancement of human rights since the last UPR reporting cycle as well as Portugal’s commitment to the promotion of human rights both internally and internationally.
