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Thank you, Mr. President.

We warmly welcome H.E. Mr. Farooq Ameen Othman, Minister of Justice, and the delegation of Iraq. 
Italy appreciates efforts Iraq carried out since the second UPR cycle in the attempt to bring its domestic legislation in line with international standards. 
Italy recommends Iraq to:

• Take measures to prevent and combat all forms of violence against children, including child prostitution, sale and recruitment of children. 
• Guarantee the right to due process and combat impunity throughout the whole country. 
• Take into consideration the possibility to introduce a de facto moratorium on the death penalty with a view to its abolition.
• Strengthen efforts to prevent and combat all forms of discrimination and violence against women, in particular by fully implementing CEDAW and taking further measures to eradicate female genital mutilation and child early and forced marriage. 
• Adopt all the necessary measures to guarantee that human rights and fundamental freedoms of persons belonging to national minorities are respected.
• Adopt measures to protect freedom of reunion and association, in particular ensuring investigations on the cases of violence occurred during the ongoing demonstrations within the Country.

We wish Iraq a successful review.
