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Thank you, Mr. President.

We welcome the distinguished members of the delegation of Kazakhstan and we thank them for their national report and today’s presentation.

Italy appreciates efforts Kazakhstan carried out since the second UPR cycle including, particularly, the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. 

Italy also welcome the commitment to deal with migrant flows and to improve the regulation of migration processes.
Italy seizes this opportunity to offer Kazakhstan the following recommendations:

· Maintain the moratorium on the death penalty and consider fully abolishing it. 
· Strengthen the efforts to protect children from all forms of violence, including sexual violence and child, early and forced marriage.
· Enhance efforts to fight against all forms of violence against women and strengthen access to justice for victims of gender-based violence. 
· Enhance the promotion and protection of the freedom of expression, both on and off line, and take the necessary measures to ensure the respect of freedom of association and assembly.

· Take further measures to prevent all episodes of torture and other degrading treatments, in particular in prisons.

We wish Kazakhstan a successful review.
