MR PRESIDENT,
ZAMBIA WELCOMES THE DELEGATION OF MADAGASCAR TO THE THIRD CYCLE OF THE UPR WORKING GROUP AND THANK THEM FOR THE COMPREHENSIVE REPORT AND UPDATE PROVIDED.
WE COMMEND MADAGASCAR FOR EMBARKING ON THE REFORM OF THE PRISON ADMINSTRATION SYSTEM IN ORDER TO DEAL WITH PROBLEMS AFFECTING PRISONS PARTICULARLY OVERCROWDING. WE ALSO COMMEND MADAGASCAR FOR ABOLISHING THE DEATH PENALTY IN 2014

2.TO THOROUGHLY INVESTIGATE ALLEGED CASES OF TORTURE  AND ILL-TREATMENT COMMITTED BY THE POLICE OR SECURITY FORCES AND PROSECUTE THE PERPETRAITORS;

3.TO ADOPT LEGISLATION TO CRIMINALIZE ALL ACTS OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN, SPECIFICALLY DOMESTIC VIOLENCE;

4.TO TAKE PRACTICAL STEPS INCLUDING THROUGH LEGISLATIVE MEASURES, TO PUT AN END TO CORPORAL PUNISHMENT IN ALL SETTINGS.
