We would like to express our appreciation for the recent ratification of the International Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatments and for the institution of the Committee for the prevention of child sexual abuse. We also commend Grenada for the advancements made in combating domestic violence and gender-based violence, including through the institution of a special unit for victims. 
Italy would like to offer Grenada the following recommendations for its consideration:

· Ratify the core United Nations human rights treaties and protocols to which it is not yet party. 

· Continue the efforts to fight against all forms of violence against children, including sexual abuses. 

· Decriminalize consensual sexual conducts between persons of the same sex and combat discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation;

· Consider taking all necessary steps to introduce a de jure moratorium on capital executions with a view to fully abolishing the death penalty, and consider ratifying the Second Optional Protocol to International Convention on civil and political rights;

We wish Grenada a successful review.
