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Thank you, Madam President.

Italy welcomes the delegation of Kenya and appreciates the efforts carried out by Kenya since the second UPR cycle, in particular against female genital mutilation.
Italy offers Kenya the following recommendations:

•
Consider ratifying the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and ensure that full and impartial investigations are conducted into all allegations of enforced disappearance, extrajudicial executions, torture and arbitrary detention;
•
Continue the efforts to eradicate all harmful practices against women and girls, including female genital mutilations and child, early and forced marriages, and to combat violence against women, including enhancing access to justice.
•
Decriminalize consensual same sex conduct and adopt measures to tackle discrimination based on sexual orientation.
•
Consider taking the necessary steps to introduce a de jure moratorium on capital executions with a view to fully abolishing the death penalty, including by ratifying the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.

We wish Kenya a successful review.
