Madam. President,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of Andorra and the country’s commitment towards the protection and respect for human rights. We welcome the ratification of the UNESCO Convention against Discrimination in Education and the efforts to guarantee access to free and quality public education. 

Portugal recommends that Andorra:
1. 
take concrete measures to guarantee the accessibility to mental health and psychosocial support by children and adolescents, regardless of the family economic situation; and develop alternative methods of support for persons with mental health conditions and psychosocial disabilities which respect their rights in line with the CRPD, including by combating institutionalization, stigma, violence, coercion and overmedicalization, and by providing mental health services which promote inclusion in the community and respect people’s free and informed consent;
2.
conclude the ratification process of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and its Optional Protocol;
