Madam President,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Bulgaria and the measures taken by the country to empower children with disabilities through inclusive education and to combat institutionalization.
Portugal recommends that Bulgaria:
1.
takes concrete measures to combat incidents of ethnic or racially motivated violence and hatred, including against migrants and refugees; ensures that advocacy or incitement to discrimination, hostility or violence is prohibited by law; that breaches are investigated and perpetrators held accountable;

2. 
second, develops alternative methods of support for persons with mental health conditions and psychosocial disabilities which respect their rights in line with the CRPD, including combating institutionalization, stigma, coercion and overmedication, and provide mental health services promoting inclusion in the community and respecting free and informed consent;

3. 
finally, strengthens the protection of the rights of LGBTI persons, inter alia by including sexual orientation and gender identity as grounds for hate crimes; recognise civil partnerships of same-sex couples; and ban non-consensual surgeries on intersex persons.
