Madam President,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Jamaica and notes with appreciation the approval of the country’s first long-term and results-based strategic development plan “Vision 2030”.

While noting the de facto moratorium on executions in place since 1988, Portugal recommends that Jamaica abolishes the death penalty and ratifies the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR;

Portugal further recommends that Jamaica:

1. amends the Sexual Offences Act with a view to criminalizing all forms of marital rape and implements effectively the Strategic Action Plan to Eliminate Gender-based Violence, guaranteeing due reporting, investigation and prosecution of gender-based violence, particularly domestic and sexual violence, abuse and harassment;

2. enacts a comprehensive anti-discrimination law to prohibit all forms of discrimination, namely on grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status, disability and health status;

3. ensures that all allegations of extrajudicial executions  and ill-treatment by law enforcement officials are duly investigated.
