Madam President,

Portugal welcomes the delegation of the Maldives and welcomes the approval of the Gender Equality Act and the recent withdrawal of some reservations to CEDAW and we recommend the Maldives to lift the remaining reservations thereto. We also recommend the Maldives to protect women human rights defenders from those who seek to intimidate them.

Portugal further recommends that the Maldives:

1.
Establish an official moratorium on the use of the death penalty, with a view to its abolition, and immediately forbids its use on those below 18 years of age at the time of the crime;

2.
Remove from Maldivian law all provisions that discriminate on the basis of religion, namely those regarding citizenship, and accedes to the UN Conventions on Statelessness;

3.
Ratify the ILO Domestic Workers Convention, 2011 (No. 189), as it has already committed to.
