Madam President,
Portugal welcomes the delegation of Mongolia and strongly commends the country for having abolished the death penalty and for the constructive engagement with the HRC and its mechanisms. We take positive note of Mongolia’s progress on reducing maternal and infant mortality; on upholding the rights of the child and of persons with disabilities; and its commitment to promote education for democracy.
Portugal recommends that Mongolia:
1.
develops alternative methods of support for persons with mental health conditions and psychosocial disabilities which respect their rights in line with the CRPD, including by combating institutionalization, stigma, violence, coercion and overmedicalization, and by providing mental health services which promote inclusion in the community and respect people’s free and informed consent;
2. 
provide training on human rights and on combating discrimination, including based on sexual orientation and gender identity, to health personnel, members of the judiciary, police forces and prison officers;
3. 
transform the Ex-officio Council created for the 2nd. cycle of the UPR into a standing national inter-ministerial mechanism responsible for the implementation, report and follow-up (NMIRF) of all human rights recommendations.
