While expressing appreciation for the implementation of the Pro-Poor Agenda for Prosperity and Development, aiming at reducing the level of national poverty, and the efforts undertaken to improve the education sector, my Delegation would like to offer the following recommendations:

1. To redouble the efforts toward the full abolition of the death penalty.
2. To ensure an adequate protection of the right to work and to just and favourable conditions of work, especially for women, who remain highly vulnerable in both the formal and informal sectors of employment.
3. To further promote the right to education without discrimination, by intensifying initiatives against the low school enrolment and the school dropout rates especially among girls.
