· Conduct prompt investigations into all allegations of human rights violations and abuses committed by the security forces, including acts of torture and extrajudicial executions, in order to ensure redress for victims and hold perpetrators fully accountable;

· Ensure full implementation of the Law on Violence against Women, including by guaranteeing effective access to justice to women victims of violence; 

· Effectively implement the law on the protection of human rights defenders and enhance the efforts to create a safe and enabling environment for them;

· Strengthen the efforts to prevent any form of discrimination against indigenous and afro-Honduran persons;

· Take further measures to protect LGBTI persons. 

We wish Honduras a successful review.
