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Thank you, Madam President.

We thank the distinguished members of the delegation of Jamaica for their national report and today’s presentation.

Italy commends the adoption of national plans to implement reforms in the judiciary system and to develop an integrated response to address the issue of children and violence. We also welcome the establishment of a Gender Advisory Council and the adoption of the National Strategic Action Plan to Eliminate Gender-based Violence.
Madam President,

Italy seizes this opportunity to offer Jamaica the following recommendations:

· Consider introducing a de iure moratorium on capital executions with a view to fully abolish the death penalty;

· Take effective measures to prevent the excessive use of force by the security forces and investigate all allegations of human rights violations and abuses; 

· Continue the efforts to improve detention conditions and consider further actions concerning alternative measures to imprisonment, to keep minors separated from adults, as well as social reintegration programs;
· Enhance the efforts to eliminate gender-based violence and discrimination against women;

· Decriminalise consensual same-sex relations and combat discrimination and violence against LGBTI persons.

We wish Jamaica a successful review.
