· Consider fully abolishing the death penalty, in accordance with the Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights;
· Make further efforts to fight all forms of violence and discrimination against women and girls, including domestic violence and

· Prevent harmful practices against women and girls, including by legally prohibiting female genital mutilation;
· Take further measures to prevent child labor and child exploitation;
· Decriminalize same sex consensual relations and combat discrimination and abuse against LGBTI persons.
We wish Liberia a successful review.
