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Thank you, Madam President.

We thank the distinguished members of the delegation of Malawi for their national report and today’s presentation.

Italy praises efforts made by Malawi to adhere to the Convention on the Rights of the Child, particularly by enacting a constitutional amendment to raise the minimum marriage age to 18. 

Italy also commends Malawi’s accession to the Convention for the Prevention of all Persons from Enforced Disappearances and to the Genocide Convention.
Madam President,

Italy seizes this opportunity to offer Malawi the following recommendations:

· Introduce a de iure moratorium on the death penalty, with the view of fully abolishing the capital punishment and ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the Covenant on Civil and Political Rights;

· Enact appropriate measures and legislation to fight against all forms of discrimination and violence against women, including harmful practices as child, early and forced marriage and female genital mutilation;

· Repeal all legal provisions criminalizing consensual same sex relations and prevent discrimination and abuses against LGBTI persons;

· Combat all forms of discrimination and violence against persons with albinism.
We wish Malawi a successful review.
