Sri Lanka welcomes the delegation of Libya and appreciates the comprehensive presentation made.
Sri Lanka commends the cooperative engagement by Libya with the UN human rights mechanisms including its constructive engagement with the Working Group on Enforced or Involuntary Disappearances.
